2. Objectives

To study the trends, characteristics, and achievements of 20th-century German
prose in relation to the cultural and social context of Germany and the world;
simultaneously, to research the reception of 20th-century German prose in Vietnam.
3. Creativeness and innovativeness

The project research results will be the first systematic and comprehensive
study of 20th-century German prose, focusing on four representative authors: Franz
Kafka, Gilnter Grass, Thomas Mann, and Heinrich BOll, and their reception in
Vietnam. This will affirm the values of 20th-century German prose and the impact of
authors such as Franz Kafka, Ginter Grass, Thomas Mann, and Heinrich B6ll on
Vietnamese and global literature.
4. Research results

The project establishes a theoretical basis for studying the characteristics of
20th-century German prose genres, primarily novels, and short stories, and also
integrates reception theory from Hans Robert Jauss and Wolfgang Iser. Reception
theory has been introduced into Vietnam and promoted by several Vietnamese
researchers. We have identified four exemplary figures of 20th-century German
literature: Franz Kafka, Thomas Mann, Heinrich Boll, and Gunter Grass. If Franz
Kafka pioneered modernist prose in the early 20th century, Thomas Mann reflected the
ideological dialogues of societal classes, addressing the need to influence the thoughts
of the outdated aristocracy and the pragmatic German bourgeoisie of the early 20th
century to bring about societal changes. Heinrich BOll and Gunter Grass delved into

the traumas, fractures, and obsessions of post-war Germans regarding the genocidal



crimes of Nazi Germany. By analyzing the selected works of these four authors, we
confirm their value, contribution, and significant influence on world literature.

Additionally, based on reception theory, we have explored how the works of
Franz Kafka, Thomas Mann, Heinrich Bo6ll, and Gunter Grass are received in Vietnam
through translation, introduction, criticism, teaching, and creation. German prose of
the 20th century has been widely translated in Vietnam recently, supported by
diplomatic relations between Germany and Vietnam, translator support programs from
the German Embassy, knowledgeable translators of German language and culture, a
young readership well integrated with the world, and ready to embrace new things.
However, the introduction, study, criticism, and teaching of 20th-century German
prose is not yet commensurate with its role in world literature.
